From I-25 (either going north or south) go west on Colorado 66 to Lyons.  
Turn left on Colorado 7 from Lyons to Colorado 72 (about 14 miles). Turn 
left on Colorado 72 towards Peaceful Valley about 5 1/2 miles to the 
Glacier View Ranch sign on the left.  Turn left on unpaved road and go 
about 1 mile to the camp entrance...then 1/2 mile to the lodge. 
 

From Denver, take U.S. 36 to Boulder. Turn left on Colorado 119 (Canyon 
Blvd.) to Nederland.  At Nederland 'round-about' take Colorado 72 
towards Estes Park.  Continue on Colorado 72 through Ward--then about 
5 miles more to the Glacier View Ranch sign on the right.  Turn right on 
unpaved road and go about 1 mile to the camp entrance...then 1/2 mile 
to the lodge.

  1 or 2 per room --   $95.00 
  3 or 4 per room -- $110.00 
          Additional persons --  add $10.00 per night/per person 
 

 CABINS  (per night) 
  Group rate --    $100.00 
 

   RV HOOKUP  (per night)    --   $25.00    
 TENT   (per night)                --      $15.00
